Stjärnfors 
(about 10 km, 1,5 hours including rest) 
 
Bicycles are for  rent at Uddeholms Hotell, at Rådastrand Camping and at Bjornbyn Stugby 
 
Places of interest and cater ing: 
·  Uddeholms Hotell, Hotellvägen, Uddeholm  

Open: weekdays 9-16 h, fri-sa 17-21 h, su 13-19 h. During summer the restaurant is open every day 
from 10 till 21 h. 

·  OK-Q8, Blomvagen 2, Hagfors. Shop with refreshments. 
·  Ceramics gallery, J.W. Gården, Hagälvsvägen 16, Hagfors. 
·  Open-air museum / café Hembygdsgård, Krokvägen, Hagfors, tel. 0563-25755 / 10078, Opened: from 

may till half sept. mo-fri 10-17 h, sa-so 12-17 h; from half sept. till may mo-fri 10-16 h 
·  Museet Stjärnfors Kvarn: mill museum, art gallery, café and souvenir shop. 
 
Route description: 
·  With your back to the main entrance of the hotel go right on the bicycle path (Cronasstig). At the end 

of it go to the left, at the end of this path turn to the right, an asphalt road.  
·  After the bridge from 1922 over the river Uvån take the first path to the right. This leads you to the 

Herrgård Uddeholm. 
 
Herrgård Uddeholm… 

  
·  Before this building you turn to the 

left. Where the path makes a curve 
to the left, near the chapel, you go 
right on, across the flagstone path. 
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The chapel… 
  
·  When you arrive at an 

asphalt road you turn to the 
right. This is the 
Strandvägen, which passes 
into a semi-hardened road 
and leads along a line of 
typical Swedish houses.  

·  Take the second road to the 
left, at the end of it turn to 
the right (Herleniusvägen).  

·  Take the first road to the 
right (red crosses). Keep 
following this semi-hardened 
road. After about 2 km you 
come to a crossing with a 
beautiful building on the 
right. 

 
 
 
This is Herrgård Risberg. … 

·  At this crossing turn to the left, a 
birch lane with lampposts. At the 
end of it you turn to the right, the 
major road (beware!) 

·  After about 200 m you take the 
first road to the left. Keep going 
straight on till the end, there turn 
to the left, direction Risberg 
Mattor.  

·  Keep following the road along a 
house, into the woods. On the left 
you pass a sand quarry.  

·  Keep riding right on, also where 
you arrive at another road. On the 
right you pass a swampland, called 

Ommossen.  
·  Just before a traffic road you turn to the right, a 

semi-hardened road. At the T-crossing go to the left. 
From this point you can follow some marked 
walking trails.  

·  You ride along the swampy Hagälven basin and 
further on you cross the Hagälven. At the end of the 
road turn to the left. 

·  At the end of the road, go left, a major road. Within 
200 m you pass a gaz station on your left hand (OK-
Q8, Blomvägen, refreshments!). Continue on the 
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major road, over a bridge cross the valley of the Hagälven.  
·  Then you take the first road to the right, direction Hembygdsgård.  
·  You pass a ceramics gallery at nr. 16. Behind the railway crossing on the right you see the present 

buildings of the Uddeholm Tooling factory.  
 
Originally the Uddeholm Company was established at Stjärnfors near Uddeholm. The company included 
an iron work factory and a paper pulp factory. In 1858 the iron production moved to Hagfors. The former 
railway of the Uddeholm Company originally ran from Karlstad to Hagfors. 
 
·  At the second arrow to 

Hembygdsgård you can go to the 
left, up to this open-air museum with 
café. 

·  After the built-up area of Hagfors the 
road passes into a semi-hardened 
road. Follow this one until a wide 
three-forked road. Here you turn to 
the left. Further on you ride along 
the stowage reservoir of the Uvån 
river. Turn to the right, across two 
bridges.  

 
On your right hand you see the stowage 
dam and the power station that was built 
in 1904. The electric power was 
delivered to Hagfors ironworks and 
Stjärnfors pulp factory. Back in 1668 the first dam was built, to get power to a hammer forge, the basis of 
the Uddeholm Company.       
 
·  Just after the second bridge turn to the left, a semi-hardened road which leads along Stjärnfors Kvarn, 

nowadays an attractive mill museum and art gallery with café.  
 
In the left building, the Stjärnfors Smedjan (Smithy), the familiar grave ornaments, called Lövkorsen 

(Leaf crosses) or Livsträd (Trees 
of Life) are forged. Both 
buildings are remainings of the 
former Uddeholm Company. In 
front of the Kvarn you see one of 
the four boilers of the paper 
pulp factory, founded in 1888. 
See the information board.       
 
·  Continue the road until the 

end, there turn to the left. 
After crossing the major 
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road you return to the hotel.
