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Bicycle r ide from Uddeholms hotell along Hagfors and Stjärnfors, 
Alternative star ting point at Expo Hagfors tour ist office 
(about 16 km, 2,5 hours including rest) 
 
A beautiful tour  from Uddeholms hotell, mostly over  cycle paths through the Hagfors area and across 
the forest area of Stjärnsnäs and Stjärnfors.  
 
Bicycles are for  rent at Uddeholms Hotell, at Rådastrand Camping and at Bjornbyn Stugby.

·  Uddeholms Hotell, Hotellvägen, Uddeholm

·  Museet Stjärnfors Kvarn: mill museum, art gallery, café and souvenir shop. 
·  Industry and Railway Museum, Uvedsvägen, Hagfors 
 
Route descr iption: 
·  With your back to the main entrance of the hotel 

go right on the bicycle path (Cronasstig). At the 
end of it go to the left, at the end of this path turn 
to the right, an asphalt road.  

·  After the bridge from 1922 over the river Uvån 
continue on this road. On your right you see the 
Herrgård Uddeholm and Uddeholms Chapel.  

 

The church that nowadays is called ‘Uddeholms 
kapell’   was originally built in 1634 as the parish 
church of Norra Råda and used as such until 1752, 
when a new church was built. In 1778 the building 
was sold to Bengt Gustav Geijer of Uddeholm and 
transported over the frozen lake to Uddeholm, 
where it served as a granary. In 1959/1960 the 
building was restored with the original pine-wood 
to its historic state, to use it again for religious 
services. The belfry is also made of red wood. The 
chapel is maintained by volunteers in cooperation 
with the Norra Råda and Sunnemo parishes.  
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·  Continue on the paved road, outside Uddeholm it will change into an unpaved road. The road will curve 
to the left. Ignore the first path to the right, but take 
the second path, just before the main road (Road to 
Hagfors, 246). Continue on this path parallel to the 
main road. Just before an intersection, the path will 
lead from the main road and you will reach another 
main road (Road to Molkom, 240). Cross this road 
and continue on a foot/cycle path, again parallel to 
the road to Hagfors.  

·  Follow this path for about 700 meter, just before 
the industry site go left and cross the main road 
(Hammarvägen). From here you have a beautiful 
view over the ski slope mountain Varmullsåsen. 
After 350 meters, on a junction, turn left (continue 
on Hammarvägen). On the next T-junction, turn 

left (Nyvovägen). Do the same on the next T-junction, turn left (Hogälvsvägen).  
 

After 200 meter you will find Hagfors Hembygdsgård. This is an open air 
folk museum with Stjärnfors and Hagfors history culture. There is a café, a 
nice place for a rest, and some refreshments. 

 
·  Just across Hembygdsgård turn right, cross the old railway tracks (The railway originally ran from 

Karlstad to Hagfors.) and continue downwards on this path. On your right you will see Volvo, on your 
left side Metso (the present paper factory) and Uddeholm Tooling, one of the leading high quality steel 
companies in the world.  

Originally the Uddeholm Company was established at Stjärnfors near Uddeholm. 
In 1668 a dam was built in the river Uvån. The company included an iron work 
factory and a paper factory. In 1858 the iron production moved to Hagfors. 
 

·  At the end of the cycle path turn left (Uvedsvägen), you will cross the main entrance of Uddeholm 
Tooling. At a T-junction turn left (Uddeholmsvägen).  

·  Just before a snack bar on your left side, turn left. After a short climb this road will go downhill again and 
you will cross a cycle bridge over the Uvån. This path ends on a parking place. Continue in the same 
direction, but now on the main road (Storgatan), you will pass the ICA supermarket on your left and the 
COOP supermarket on your right. 600 meter further, at a roundabout, turn right (Parkvägen). 

 
  Alternative Starting point. Tourist Office Expo Hagfors  

 
·  After passing the tourist office on your left side (in the same building as Hagfors Hotell) turn left. 

(Abborrtorpsvägen) heading North. You will leave Hagfors city and the road will change into an unpaved 
road.  

·  After about 1 km from the beginning of this road, turn left heading Stjärnsnas and Sund 
(Sundsfallsvägen). This is a beautiful path through the forest.  
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·  After 2 km you will reach an intersection 
with a paved road (road to Ekshärad, 
924). Cross this road and enter the 
district Stjärnsnas. Take the paved road 
in the same direction (Värmullsvägen). 
After a short while you will cross the old 
suspension bridge over Värmullen. On 
your left side you will see 
UddeholmTooling again.  

·  After crossing the old railroad again, and 
a short climb, turn left on a T-junction. 
At the next T-junction, keep right. From 
this point you follow this road for a few 
km. Later on you come along the river 
Uvån.  

 
 

 
·  When you reach the bridge on your right hand, turn right, cross 

another bridge and the old railroad, at the end of the road, turn 
left at the T-junction (Stjärnforsvägen). Follow this road for 2,5 
km. At the intersection, cross the main road (246) and you will 
see the Uddeholms Hotell right in front of you.

The river Uvån connects the lakes 
Värmullen and Rådasjön with each 
other. Since 1660 the Uvån was a very 
important way of transport for iron 
towards the factory and the smithy in 
Stjärnfors. 
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
