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Walk around from parking place Lemundtjärn  
( 3,5 – 6,5 – 8 km) 
 
Places of interest and cater ing: 
Uddeholms Hotell, Hotellvägen, Uddeholm  
Open: weekdays from 9.00 till 16.00, Friday/Saturday from 17.00 till 21.00, Sunday from 13.00 till 19.00, 
In summer: every day from 12.00 till 21.00. 
 
Starting point:  
Drive from Uddeholms hotell to the parking place at Lemundtjärn: 
·  Go upwards to the major 

road (246), there turn to the 
left. After a large curve to 
the left at the crossing with 
highway 62 turn to the 
right, direction Ekshärad. 

·  Take the first way to the 
right, direction 
Klarälvstravet, then go 
directly to the left.  

·  Where after a rather steep 
descent the way bows to the 
left, go to the right. Just 
before this road goes 
steeply upwards you turn to 
the right, to the parking 
place near a little beach at 
the lake.   

 
 
Route description: 
·  From the parking place go back to the road, here turn to the left. Ignore road to the left with barrier, at 

the next road you turn to the left, upwards.  
·  Take the first path to the right, a 

cart track. Near two houses it 
bows to the left. After a while, at 
a picknick table and an axe you 
turn diagonally to the right.  

·  On the right side below is a 
swamp-land. At an open area 
keep walking straight on, at the 
end of the path turn to the left 
along a power pylon. Ignore a 
small sandpath. 

·  Cross a broad road, keep going 
straight on, at the end of the path 
turn to the left, broad sand road.  

·  After about 50 m, right after a 
yellow pole and a sign '1000' 
you take a narrow path to the 
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right, which leads to a bridge amidst the northern and southern Lemundtjärn (tjärn is Swedish for 
small lake).   

·  After the bridge gnore a little path to the left, shortly after the path grows wider, take the first narrow 
path diagonally to the left. Ignore a path from the right. The path ends at a broad semi-hardened road, 
here turn to the left. 

·  You go downwards and up again. On top, at a 
pole with a blue sign, you go to the left, a 
forest path, and directly diagonally to the 
right, downwards.  

·  After a pile of rocks on the left the path bows 
to the right and crosses a mountain stream. At 
a bifurcation go diagonally to the right, 
steeply upwards. Keep walking straight on, 
ignoring sidepaths, at the end go to the right, 
a broad semi-hardened road. 

·  After a while, at a bifurcation, go diagonally 
to the left. The road runs steeply upwards in 
the beginning. Take the first path to the left, 
along a sand quarry. 

·  You come down to a broad road. Go to the 
right, upwards towards the houses. 

 
Shortcut 2: Don't go upwards, but follow the road to the left, downwards, untill you reach an asphalt way. 
Here go to the left. Continue at �  
 
·  Go straight on, along the right 

side of the horse stable and 
along the fence. Keep 
following this path, ignoring 
sidepaths, untill you reach a 
semi-hardened road. Here turn 
to the left.  

·  After a curve to the right the 
road ends at an asphalt road. 
Here turn to the left. On your 
right hand you see the 
Klarälven river.  

·  Right after the sign 'Edebäck' 
you turn to the left, an asphalt 
road, and go with the curve to 
the right. 

Shortcut 1: At this road turn to the left. Where the 
road goes downwards you take a path at your left 
hand  that first runs parallel to the road and 
shortly afterwards bows to the left and goes 
downwards. Keep following the path, neglect 
sideways. It leads to a little beach at the northern 
Lemundtjärn. Here go to the right, to the parking 
place.   
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�  (Connection shortcut 2) Follow the road, ignoring sideways, untill a wide three-forked road, there go 

to the left. Where the road 
bows to the right you go 
straight on, downwards.  

·  Just before the road goes 
steeply upwards you go to the 
right, back to the parking place.
