General information:

Thiswalking trail is called “ Bearhunterstrack” . The name originates from a famous Royal forest officer,
named Herman Falk, who owned the Risater Manor in Norra Rada between 1817-1865. A frequent guest of
Herman Falk was the English author and bearhunter Liewellyn LIoyd, who in 1827 had a son with the maid of
the Manor, one Britta Kajsa Andersdotter. The Son Carl Johan Andersson later became an explorer in Africa
and a memorial to him has been erected on the meadow on the western side of the manor.

This*“ Bearhunterstrack” has at least partly been walked upon by these two famous gentlemen on hunting and
fishing expeditionsin the district.

Mentioned in the text are some of the attractions along the track. They are numbered and you can find these
numbers on the map. Some of these attractions have signs with information in English. The route is originally
set out by Bo Helgesson of the Rotary club of Hagfors

Start and finish at the parking place of Uddeholms golfclub in R&da. But there are several alternative starting
points. Starting at the golfclub you will find the first two attractions.

Route description:

Starting at the parkingplace, head to the driving range.

Y ou cross along sand path between the golfcoursesin the
direction of R&da. Turn left and follow this path. At the end
of the golf area the path ends at the main road, the 62. Cross
this road, and continue in the same direction, a unpaved
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path. After 150 meters the path ends on a road with houses on your left side. Follow this road (Badvéagen) in
the same direction. After 200 meters the road makes a curve to the left. On a T-junction turn right. First road to
the left (Brobacksvégen). At the next crossing bend sharp to the right, afoot-bicycle path. Ignore the path from
the right. Cross the water deep under you by means of the long foot-bicycle bridge and continue on this path.
On your |eft side you pass the old R&da church.

3) Thechurch of Norra Rada
If open, this beautiful church iswell worth visiting. The graves of Herman Falk and B.G. Geijer, the founder of the Uddeholm
Company, are found here.

The path end at the wall of the graveyard.

Cross the main road (Radavagen) and follow the road Skogstavagen in the direction of the sport fields (
Idrotsplats). On your right side you pass the R&da primary school. Keep following Skogstavagen. On your left
side you pass the sport fields and shortly after this
you leave R&da, the road continues as an unpaved
road. After 800 meters you turn left on a sand path,
- At abifurcation after 300 meters keep right, you are
now on a cross country skiing track. After 550 meter
at afivejunction, near asign Klaréven, take the
path to the left. Ignore side paths, you will soon see
the River Klarélven on your left-hand. After some
time you will pass a picnic place at the bank of the
river.

4) Hunting place at theriver Klarélven

After an invigourating walk of 5 kilometre a break will be
appreciated. A timbered wind shelter with a fireplace is beautifully
situated on the riverbank.

Y ou keep on following the same path, after 650 meters you curve
too the right, than two curves too the left, ignore the path too the
right, till the path widens. Y ou make a squared curve to the right,
aforest path with orange spots on the trees. About 100 meters
further you cross alittle stream by means of asmall bridge. After
some time the path returns to the river. Under the high-voltage
transmission lines you go rightwards, following these lines. After
some time you cross a wide sand path, keep on following the
high-voltage transmission lines for about 1 km. (The original
route is situated north-west of this alternative route, but with a
high fleet some years ago, a bridge collapsed and has not jet been
restored. After a steep climb and along decrease you finally reach
acrossing paved road. Here you go to the right.
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(Shortcut: Green dotted route on the map. If you keep on this road, you will crossthe
main road (62) after about 2 km. 250 meters further on, you turn to the right to the cycle
path (klaralvsbanan). Continue the route from point )

After 350 meter you turn left, a small path (right opposite a sand path on the other side of the road) The pathis
marked with a sign Bjornjagarstigen (Bearhunterstrack) and has orange spots on trees and stones.

Now follows a steep climb. Y ou follow this path,
there are some fallen trees but you can pass these.
After 600 meters you again cross the high-voltage
transmission lines but continue climbing the path to
the highest point.

5) The Peak of Bonberget

From the summit of the mountain you have a magnificent view to the west and towar ds the northwest of the river valley of
Klaralven. Theriver’s original course along the small lakes of Lemundsjarnarna and the lake Radas6n can also be seen from
here.

Continue following this yellow marked path, that
decreasesfast. You will walk parallel to an Electricity line.
Later on the path continues as a small road. At the end you
will reach a pebble stone road, turn right. After a strong
decrease you will reach the main road, the 62. Turn right,
stay on the same side of the road and follow the edge of
this road for about 300 meters. Cross the road where a path
to the left begins and continue on this with orange spots
marked path.

400 meter further on you turn right to a parking place and a beautiful sand beach at the lake. (nice place for a
picnic), then turn left on a path parallel to the lake.

A short while later you pass a shelter near the lake, 40 meters
later the orange spotted path turnsto the left, from the lake.

7) The cottage Lapptorp
Here lived the parents of C.J. Andersson between 1827-1831. the mother served as a maid at Risiter Manor and there she met
Liewellyn Lloyd
Turn right. On the next two bifurcation, keep right. Y ou will cross alittle stream under the road, after 100 meter
turn right. This path is marked with a sign Bjornjagarstigen (Bearhunterstrack)
At the next bifurcation, keep left, after a short while you pass a house on your |eft side. Just after this house, on
awider path, turn right. At a bifurcation keep right, ignore side paths and keep on the widest path. A bit further,
you will pass the connection between the two lakes by means of asmall bridge.
8) Thesmall lakes of Lemundtjarnarna
Geologically highly interesting area. The northern and southern lakes of Lemundtjérnarna with surrounding marches remains
from post glacier period when Klar&lven had its cour se through this area an d southwards through the valley of Sunnemo — the
lake Alstern — the bay of Olme. Due to an accumulation of sediment here a part of the river was cut off and had to take a
different cour se westwar ds through the village of Edebéck.
After this bridge you continue across afussy path to the nearby sand road. Here you turn | eft.

9) Kolbotten

The track here passes straight across a “ Kolbotten” . “ Kolbotten” isa remainder from char-coal clamp, a stack of logs slowly
combusted to produce charcoal. There were many char-coal clampsin this area since the iron production required an immense
quantity of char-coal. The remains of these “ Kolbotten” are clearly visible in the shape of circles. These have a diameter of 15
meters and they are surrounded by trenches and pits. See also the illustrations on the sign

Continue on this road, you will pass a red house on your right-hand until you reach an asphalt road.
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10) Hunting pit

On the other side
of this parking place the cycle path continues.

How to go from Uddeholms hotell to the nearest point of the route: (yellow dotted line on the map)

- With your back to the main entrance of the hotel go straight on, then the first path to the left (bike/foot-
path). At the crossing go to the right, at the T-crossing to the left (Patron Carlsvag) and immediately to the
right (grass-path).

Cross the main road and go straight on,
the former railway of Uddeholms
Factory, along the former station of
Uddeholm at your right hand.

After that take the first narrow path to
the left. At semi-hardened path go
straight on, where this one reaches an
asphalt road go to the right
(Bergsvégen).

After nr. 11 go to the left (bike/foot-
path). At crossing go straight on, at the
end of the road you go to the right, broad
asphalt road that passes into a semi-
hardened road. At the end of it go to the
right, upwards.

Take the first semi-hardened road to the
left (arrow ‘ §ogrand). In front of the entrance of the Sogrand Herrgard go to the l€eft, till you come on the
main road.

Go about 50 m to the left, cross
the road and go straight on to the
bicycle path along the Rada | ake.
Here turn to theright. You start at
point of the walkaround.

After finishing the track you have
returned to your starting point, from
hereit is easy to return to the hotel.
(Creme dotted line on the map)
Go to the bicycle path aong the
Rédalake. Here turn to the right
At the end of the bicycle path
take the grass-path to the right, at
the end of it turn to the left
(Patron Carlsvag). At the end of
thisroad go to the right, back to
the hotel.
