How to go to Hembygdsgard from Uddeholms Hotell:
At the road between Uddeholm and Hagfors you take the turn direction Hembygdsgard, near the centre
of Hagfors. At the second arrow 'Hembygdsgard' on this street you turn to the | ft.

Route description:
After crossing the open-air museum Hembygdsgard you go diagonally to the right along a beautiful
rock face.
At the end of the road go to the right,
upwards. After nr. 359 you turn to the right
(Nybovéagen). From the top of the hill you've
got anice view. Afterwards go straight on
(Hammarvéagen).
At the end of the road you cross the major
road. Take the semi-hardened road
(Hedvégen) to the right and go immediately to
the left.
At the T-crossing go to the left. Y ou walk
along the swampy Hagalven basin and further
on you cross the Hagél ven. At the end of the
road you turn to the left.
Take thefirst road to the left (3 letter boxes).
About 50 m before you reach the house you
turn sharply to the right, a narrow path.
Further on you walk between an old barn and a house. Go straight on into the woods, where you cross
abrooklet.
On the left you see abandoned fields, behind the birches is the swampy Hagéven basin.
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At a semi-hardened path (Blomvégen) go straight on. Y ou pass a gaz station (Ok Q8, refreshments!)
with some picknick tables.
Cross the mgjor road and go to the right. Take the first road to the left (Uvedsvagen).

Ignore a dead end way to the left. At the
next big building you see 'Muse€'. You
have to walk around the building to
reach this railway museum. Here you
turn to the right, along the former
railway of the Uddeholm factory.

Originally the Uddeholm Company was
established at Stjarnfors near Uddeholm. In
1668 a damwas built inthe river Uvan.
The company included an iron work factory
and a paper factory. In 1858 theiron
production moved to Hagfors. The railway
originally ran from Karlstad to Hagfors.

On the right you see Volvo, Metso (the present paper factory) and Uddeholm Tooling, one of the
leading steel companiesin the world at the moment.

At the railway crossing you cross the

Hagalven. Keep following the railway.

Continue at

From the railway museum along the VVarmullen you
follow the former Uddeholm factory railway.
Attention: in summer you can meet railway bikes.

Shortcut or refreshment stop: At this
point turn to the left, cross the street
and go straight on, upwards. The
Hembygsgard is on the right.

On the right the Hagélven flows into the

Varmullen. More than 1 km further on

you enter an open area with some houses. From here you've got a magnificent view over the
Varmullen.

Shortcut: Further on, after a short
walk through the wood, it is possible
to go to the left, a narrow path. At the
end of it turn to the | eft, a semi-
hardened road. Continue at

At the next railway crossing go to the left, a
semi-hardened road. Ignore aroad to the
right (after the house). At awide three-
forked road you turn left.
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After entering the built-up area of Hagfors you keep following the road until an arrow
'Hembygdsgard' (after house nr. 7). Here go to the right, upwards to the open-air museum.
